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Schedule Change Policy 

 
Students need to carefully select their courses for next year, as many decisions are made based on the courses 

students select now.  Our final class schedule and staffing for next year are student-driven based on these student 

requests.  An Add/Drop Form (from the counseling office) must be completed and turned into the counseling 

office by the following deadlines:   

BEFORE THE DEADLINE: 

If students want to change their courses after registering, they may not be able to take the courses they want 
because the class may be full, or canceled, or may be offered at times that conflict with other classes.  Students 
need to pay close attention to the following deadlines:  

FIRST SEMESTER CHANGES:  Deadline for 1st semester schedule changes is August 25, 2017.   

SECOND SEMESTER CHANGES:  Deadline for 2nd semester schedule changes is December 15, 2017. 

AFTER THE DEADLINE: 

Students may drop a class two weeks into the semester for a study hall if they do not already have a study hall and 
the study hall they are requesting is not full.  The student must fill out the Add/Drop form and have the instructor 
and parent sign the form.  The parent must then call and make an appointment to meet with the Add/Drop 
committee.  

 

Disclosure of Data to Military Recruitment Officers 

 
The school district is required to release the names, addresses, and home telephone numbers 

of high school students to military recruiting officers.

Divisions I and II Initial-Eligibility Requirements 
 
Core Courses  
¶ NCAA Division I requires 16 core courses. 

¶  Initial full-time collegiate enrollment before August 1, 2016:   

o Sixteen (16) core courses are required (see chart below for subject-area requirements). 

  Initial full-time collegiate enrollment on or after August 1, 2016:  

o Sixteen (16) core courses are required (see chart below for subject-area requirements). 

¶ Ten (10) core courses completed before the seventh semester; seven (7) of the 10 must be in English, 
math or natural/physical science.  

¶ These courses/grades are "locked in" at start of the seventh semester (cannot be repeated for grade-point 
average [GPA] improvement to meet initial-eligibility requirements for competition). 

o Students who do not meet core-course progression requirements may still be eligible to receive athletics 
aid and practice in the initial year of enrollment by meeting academic redshirt requirements (see below). 

¶ NCAA Division II currently requires 16 core courses.  See the chart below.   

¶  Beginning August 1, 2018, to become a full or partial qualifier for Division II, all college-bound student-athletes must 
complete the 16 core-course requirement. 

Test Scores  
¶ Division I: Students must present a corresponding test score and core-course SPA on the sliding scale. 

o SAT: critical reading and math sections.  

o Best subscore from each section is used to determine the SAT combined score for initial eligibility. 

o ACT: English, math, reading and science sections. 

o Best subscore from each section is used to determine the ACT sum score for initial eligibility. 

o All ACT and SAT attempts before initial full-time collegiate enrollment may be used for initial eligibility. 

¶ Division II: currently requires a minimum SAT score of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68.  Beginning August 1, 2018, 
Division II will use a sliding scale to match test scores and core-course grade-point averages (GPA).   

¶ The SAT score used for NCAA purposes includes only the critical reading and math sections. The writing section of the 
SAT is not used.  

¶ The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of the following four sections: English, mathematics, reading and 
science.  

¶ When you register for the SAT or ACT, use the NCAA Eligibility Center code of 9999 to ensure all SAT and ACT scores 
are reported directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center from the testing agency. Test scores that appear on transcripts 
will not be used.  

 
Core Grade-Point Average  
¶ Be sure to look at your high school’s List of NCAA Courses on the NCAA Eligibility Center's website 

(www.eligibilitycenter.org). Only courses that appear on your school's List of NCAA Courses will be used in the 
calculation of the core GPA. Use the list as a guide.  

¶ Division I:  Initial full time collegiate enrollment before August 1, 2016:  

o Students must present a corresponding test score (ACT sum score or SAT combined score) and core-course 
GPA (minimum 2.000) on Sliding scale A. 

o Core-course GPA is calculated using the best 16 core courses that meet subject-area requirements. 

¶ Division I : Initial full-time collegiate enrollment on or after August 1, 2016: 

o Students must present a corresponding test score (ACT sum score or SAT combined score) and core-course 
GPA (minimum 2.300) on Sliding Scale B. 

o Core-course GPA is calculated using the best 16 core courses that meet both progression (10 before seventh 
semester; seven English, math or science: “locked in”) and subject-area requirements. 

¶ The current Division II core GPA requirement is a minimum of 2.000.  Division II core SPA required to be eligible for 
competition on or after August 1, 2018, is 2.200. 

¶ The minimum Division II core GPA required to receive athletics aid and practice as a partial qualifier on or after 
August 1, 2018, is 2.000. 

¶ Remember, the NCAA GPA is calculated using NCAA core courses only.

¶ 3 – 4 years Social Studies 

¶ 2 consecutive years of a single World Language. 
 

**Starting in 2015 University of Minnesota requires 4 years of Math for Admission. ** 

In addition to meeting the above minimum requirements, students planning to attend a four-

year college must take either the ACT or SAT college entrance exams.  Most four-year colleges 

require a minimum high school class rank in the top 50% of the graduating class and many 

require a higher rank.  For information about a specific college, contact the college or see your 

Guidance Counselor.

Advanced Placement (AP) 

HLWW offers AP Biology, AP Psychology, AP Calculus I & II, AP Language Composition and AP 

Literature classes.  Students are eligible to take an Advanced Placement exam in the spring to 

earn college credit.   

College in the Schools (CIS) 

HLWW offers CIS Plant Propagation, CIS Animal Science, CIS College Algebra through Modeling, 
and CIS Introduction to College Physics classes which offer college credit upon successful 
completion of the course. 
 

Post-Secondary Enrollment Options (PSEO) 

Postsecondary Enrollment Options (PSEO) is a program that allows 10th-, 11th- and 12th-grade 
students to earn both high school and college credit while still in high school, through 
enrollment in and successful completion of college-level, nonsectarian courses at eligible 
participating postsecondary institutions. Most PSEO courses are offered on the campus of the 
postsecondary institution; some courses are offered online. Each participating college or 
university sets its own requirements for enrollment into the PSEO courses. Eleventh and 12th-
grade students may take PSEO courses on a full- or part-time basis; 10th graders may take one 
career/technical PSEO course. If they earn at least a grade C in that class, they may take 
additional PSEO courses. 
There is no charge to PSEO students for tuition, books or fees for items that are required to 
participate in a course. Students must meet the PSEO residency and eligibility requirements and 
abide by participation limits specified in Minnesota Statutes, section 124D.09. If a school district 
determines a pupil is not on track to graduate, she/he may continue to participate in PSEO. 
Funds are available to help pay transportation expenses for qualifying students to participate in 
PSEO courses on college campuses. Schools must provide information to all students in grades 
8-11 and their families by March 1, every year. Students must notify their school by May 30 if 
they want to participate in PSEO for the following school year. For current information about 
the PSEO program, visit the Minnesota Department of Education’s Postsecondary Enrollment 
Options (PSEO) webpage.

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AGRICULTURE, FOODS, AND NATURAL 
RESOURCES 

 
5921, 5922 Exploring Agriculture 9    Grades: 9-12   2 Semesters 
This is the introductory course for all other agricultural courses.  Some areas covered will include leadership and 
the FFA, animals, plants, agricultural products and supplies, agriculture mechanics, forestry, and development of 
supervised agricultural experience program and career development events.   
 

 
50211  Horticulture (Plants)     Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Goals: In this class, students will learn how plant growth and production occurs while designing and working with 
the school garden.  Topics include plant reproduction, plant growth, house plant care, and an introductory 
background to floriculture (florist) flower production, landscaping and nursery management.  Students will also 
have the opportunity to spend some class time in the school greenhouse. 
**This class is a prerequisite for Floral Design, CIS-Plant Propagation, Greenhouse, and Landscaping. 
 

 
50221  Landscaping      Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Goals:   This course studies the principles of landscape design, selection and use of plant material, careers in 
landscaping, using construction materials, lawn installation, cost estimates and maintaining the landscape for 
homes and businesses.  A number of class periods will be spent outdoors applying landscaping skills. 
Pre- and or co-requisite: Horticulture or teacher recommendation 
 

 
50222  Agricultural Construction    Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Goals:  Students will develop skills in planning and constructing agricultural structures.  Areas of instruction will 
include carpentry, wiring, and concrete.  Students will be expected to plan and construct a project during the 
semester.  Maximum class Size: 20 Students 
 

 
50213  Companion Animals     Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Most students are pet owners or will be pet owners in the future.  This course is designed so students can better 
understand and care for their pets including dogs, cats, rabbits, birds, fish, and other small animals.  Specific topics 
will include small animal anatomy, handling, feeding, housing and equipment, history, breeds, uses, grooming, 
training, diseases and ailments, and reproduction.  This course will be offered alternate years (2017-18) with CIS - 
Animal Science (2018-19).   
 
 

503  Food Science      Grade 11-12/ 1 Semester 
This course provides learning experiences in chemistry through food science and safety which all apply to practices 
used in the development of food products.  Units of instruction include: basic food chemistry, methods of food 
preservation, food processing, food packaging, micro-organisms in foods, quality assurance and food components.  
Students will spend time developing and creating new food product.  
**Fulfills the second semester Chemistry requirement 
Pre- and/  or Co-requisite Previous Foods course or teacher approval and a minimum of one semester of a 

Chemistry course.  A fee will be assessed at the beginning of the course for food lab materials and supplies. 

Chemistry Elective for Grades 11-12 
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504  Floral Design / Greenhouse    Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
In this class, students will learn about cut flowers and the construction of centerpieces, corsages and boutonnieres, 
and other kinds of arrangements using cut, fresh flowers and other media. Students will learn the principles behind 
floral arrangements and practice skills learned, including seasonal arrangements.  Students will assist in the school 
greenhouse and host an annual plant sale at the end of the semester. 
Pre- and or co-requisite: Horticulture or teacher recommendation.  Maximum Class Size - 20 Students  
Fee required, amount to be determined.    This class meets the MN Art standard requirement. 
 

 
5113  Wildlife / Natural Resources        Grades 10-12/1 Semester 
This is a class that is ideal for hunters, anglers, outdoor enthusiasts, and environmentalists alike.  This course deals 
with natural resources and how we manage and conserve them.   Natural resources including wildlife, forestry, 
wetlands, soil, water, fish, forestry, wetlands, invasive species, and other environmental resources will be studied.  
This course will help students understand and make responsible decisions regarding the conservation of our 
natural resources. 
 
  

5121, 5122 Agricultural Mechanics/Welding   Grades 11-12/ 2 Semesters 
Goals:  The objective of this course is to help students develop competencies required by students to enter 
occupations in production agriculture and Ag shop skills.  The areas of instruction will cover arc and oxyacetylene 
welding, forging, cutting, cold metals, engine operation and maintenance, Ag machinery and Ag electricity 
including electrical wiring and motors.  Students will be required to construct a project, which will contain a high 
percent of the course grade. 
Maximum class size - 15 students 
 
 

51212, 51222 Agricultural Leadership    Grades 10-12/ 2 Semesters 
Students will gain public speaking experience.  They will investigate and analyze group dynamics, leadership styles, 
goals, goal-setting, and parliamentary procedures.  Students will practice media relations and will have 
opportunities to participate in taped radio broadcasts.   
This class is for FFA Officers, or students who are willing to take a leadership role in FFA. 
  
          

51213  College in the Schools – Plant Propagation  Grades 11-12/  1 Semester 
This is a University of Minnesota Plant Propagaton (HORT 1001) class that focuses on biological concepts as they 

relate to plant porpagation.  Sexual and asexual techniques will be used in a laboratory setting as students examine 

varous plant structures.  Students will learn about hormones that stimulate plant growth and help us multiply 

plants.  Students will experience laboratories that are mandatory at the use of their facilities and contribute to 

their research.  Students will be concurrently enrolled at the University of Minnesota and upon successful 

completion of this class; student will have four semester credits to their college transcript. 

Successful completion of this course with a grade of “C” or better will result in 4 University of Minnesota Credits. 

¶ Applicable to the University of Minnesota Science Credit Entrance Requirement.    

¶ Juniors need to be in the top 25% of their class to enroll in this course. 

¶ Seniors need to be in the top 50% of their class to enroll in this course. 
Class Size Limited to 30 Students 
Pre- and or Co-Requisite Horticulture or teacher recommendation.  This course fullfills the Biology credit at the 
UofM for a number of majors.   
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51214  College in the Schools-Animal Science       Grades 11-12/ 1 Semester 
This is a University of Minnesota Animal Science (AnSc 1101) class that offers the opportunity to stimulate an 
interest and appreciation as to how scientific principles are appied to animal agriculture and companion animal 
care.  Students are introduced to production systems of livestock, poultry, and other animals as well as gainig 
confidence and experience in animal husbandry techniques and ethical responsiblities that society has to livestock 
and companion animals.  
Students will experience laboratories that are mandatory at the use of their facilities and contribute to their 
research.  Students will be concurrently enrolled at the University of Minnesota and upon successful completion of 
this class; student will have four semester credits to their college transcript. 
 
Successful completion of this course with a grade of “C” or better will result in 4 University of Minnesota Credits. 
 

¶ Applicable to the University of Minnesota Science Credit Entrance Requirement.    

¶ Juniors need to be in the top 25% of their class to enroll in this course. 

¶ Seniors need to be in the top 50% of their class to enroll in this course. 
Class Size Limited to 20 Students 

 

 

51223  Small Gas Engines    Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
The course is designed to give students a strong working knowledge of small, single cylinder gas engines in the 

range of 3-8 horse-power.  Students will learn about carburetor theory, magneto ignition systems as well as how to 

take measurements of various components, and then reassemble it as part of their course work.                          

Class Size Limited to 15 Students and offered every other year. 

 
P900  Foods I                Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
This introductory course includes the basics in food preparation, including food and kitchen safety, function of 
ingredients, etiquette, My Plate guidelines, cooking terms and measurements.  Various labs may include cookies, 
fruits, vegetables, eggs and dairy products.   Class limit 24 
A fee will be assessed at the beginning of the course for food lab materials and supplies. 
 
 
  

P901  Foods II               Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
Students will prepare various foods as an extension Foods I.  Labs may include breads, soups, salads, pasta, entrees 
and desserts.  A unit has been added on Global Foods and Nutrition, looking at practices in other parts of the 
world.  Students investigate the food industry to learn how foods are processed and preserved.  Class limit 24 
A fee will be assessed at the beginning of the course for food lab materials and supplies. 
Pre-requisite:  Foods I 
 
 
 

P902  Foods III      Grades 11-12/1 Semester 
Do you have a passion for food?  This course is designed for students sincerely interested in learning more complex 
food preparation techniques.  Continue developing your cooking skills while preparing a variety of regional 
favorites.  Learn the art and science of cooking and baking as you may prepare appetizers, specialty breads, 
pastries, specialty desserts, meats, poultry, cake decorating and pies.  The final project will include extensive 
planning and preparation for a culinary café. 
A fee will be assessed at the beginning of the course for food lab materials and supplies. 
Pre-requisites:  Foods I, Foods II AND submission of application.  Please see instructor for application.

69212  Drawing and Painting     Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
Students will work on developing their skills in drawing and painting.  Students will work with various types of 
medium including but not limited to: pencil, colored pencil, charcoal, pastels, watercolor paint and acrylic paint.  
Students will be able to choose their medium to complete the assigned projects.  This course is recommended for 
the student who likes to draw and or paint and who wishes to learn and enhance their skills.  Students will learn 
through observation, practice, art history, critiques and experimentation.  
This class meets the MN Art standard requirement.     Supply Fee to be determined. 
 
  

 
69213  Sculpture and Ceramics (3-D Art)        Grade 9-12/ 1 Semester 
Students will explore different forms of three dimensional art and sculpture with the focus being on working with 
clay.  Students will choose whether to work using hand or wheel techniques to complete their projects.  Other 
mediums may be incorporated and might include but are not limited to plaster, wood, paper or wire.  Instruction 
will include techniques for building, vocabulary, art history, critiques, and self-experimentation.  This course is 
designed for those who are more hands on learners and builders.  
This class meets the MN Art standard requirement.    Supply Fee to be determined.  
Maximum Class Size - 20 Students  
 
 
 

600  Digital Photography & Graphic Design     Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester  
Students will explore the wonderful world of digital arts and media.  They will learn the basic terminology and 
techniques or taking and editing photographs. Students will learn various editing tricks using Photoshop and Light 
room.  Students will also take a look into the world of graphics by learning page layout in InDesign and logo design 
using Illustrator.  This course will include critiques, history of photography and digital arts while also learning 
programs in the Adobe Creative Suite. 
This class meets the MN Art standard requirement.    Supply Fee to be determined. 
Maximum Class Size – 13 Students 
DSLR or Compact Bridge digital camera required (provided by student).  See instructor with questions. 
 
 
 

650  Art Studio      Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Explore your own personal artistic style and medium of your choice in this course.  Students will be guided to 
further their skills and passion in the visual arts.  They will be able to reflect on their own skills through critiques 
and have more independent choices in their projects.  This course is designed for the student who wants to 
explore their own passion, individual abilities, and personal voice in the visual arts. 
Pre-requisite…Drawing and Painting, Sculpture and Ceramics, or Digital Photography and Graphic Design or with 
instructor approval.  
**This is not an introductory course; students need the basic techniques of the mediums for this course. 
**Students may repeat this course to further their passion and personal voice with instructor approval. 
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BUSINESS 
(All Students who enroll in Business Courses are required to have their own jump drive.) 
 

 
7021, 7022 Accounting      Grades 10-12/ 2 Semesters 
Goals: Obtain knowledge and skills performed in the basic accounting cycle and to acquire business "language" 
knowledge through the study of accounting terms. Studying, completing assignments and attendance is essential. 
Students who anticipate studying ANY kind of business following high school will benefit from taking this course 
ahead of time.  Materials: Century 21 Accounting, Quadrasonics Simulation Set.  
 
 

791  Business and You     Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
By taking this course, students will have the opportunity to learn some basic business principles and how they 
apply to “real” life.  Students will leave this class with a current resume posted online, job skills, interviewing 
practice, among many other “getting a job” skills.  When leaving this class, participants should possess a much 
clearer idea of what type(s) of careers they may wish to pursue following graduation and the necessary traits to be 
employed in their chosen field. 
  
 

701  Intro to Sports and Entertainment Marketing  Grades 10-12/1 Semester 
Introduces the student to the major segments of the Sports and Entertainment Industry and the social and 
economic impact it has on the local, state, national, and global economics. The products and services offered to 
consumers and the impact of marketing on these products and services are examined. This course is designed to 
apply marketing principles and processes to the sports and entertainment industry. The sports segment will 
include collegiate, professional and amateur sports. The entertainment segment will include movies, theater, and 
music. The recreation segment will include the marketing of recreational facilities and activities. The exercises, 
case problems, and activities for this course were designed to reflect true situations as the sports and 
entertainment field has a major impact on the lives of all Americans.  
 
 

70214  Yearbook      Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Students will learn basic desk publishing terminology, concepts, procedures, and applications. Picture manipulation 
will be learned through the use of the GIMP photo program.  Other activities associated with completing a 
publication, such as writing copy, interviewing, and photography will also be covered.  Students will have the 
opportunity to be a large part of the planning and compilation of the Laker Log, which is the high school yearbook.  
Students who have taken photography are beneficial and an asset for this class. 

 
 
70218  Advanced Yearbook Desktop Publishing  Grades 11-12/ 1 Semester 
A continuation of the “Yearbook” class, Desktop Publishing participants will put the finishing touches on the Laker 
Log as well as create and publish graduation announcements, newsletters, programs, and brochures. The final 
project will be the creation of a memory video, burning it to a DVD, and creating a cover for the DVD. 
Prerequisite: “B” or higher in Yearbook, or permission of instructor.  
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70221  Web Page Design     Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Students will learn HTML computer language enabling them to set up web pages/sites using Notepad. By learning 
the basics of this computer language, students will be able to understand the language of computer sites and how 
to manipulate programs to fit their needs.  Students will be expected to create their owner personal web sites and, 
if appropriate, will have the option to place a link to their personal sites from Mr. Smith’s teacher page on the 
school web site. 
This class meets the MN Art Standard requirement. 
 
 
 

70212  Personal Finance     Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
Students will explore the financial decisions needed to live independently.  Values and the effect of decisions when 
choosing banks, credit cards, budgets, housing, insurance and food are studied using discussions, readings and 
games.  Guest speakers present current information.  This class is highly recommended for seniors or before 
graduation. 
 
 
 

750  Game: IT                Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester                    
Computer coding comes alive when learning how to create computer games.  Students enrolled in this course can 
expect the following:  learn why games are important; how gaming skills translate to the “real world”; and what 
goes into making a GOOD game.  Explore careers, develop skills used in a game development team, learn 
programming languages and techniques, and design and program actual working games.    
Class Limit: 20 
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COMMUNICATION ARTS & LITERATURE 
 

1921, 1922  Communication Arts & Literature 9         Required Grade 9/ 2 Semesters 
Students will continue learning basic language arts skills through the study of literature.  Literature studied during 
the year includes:  many short stories, a mystery unit, mythology, and Romeo and Juliet.  Various authors will be 
studied through in-depth review of their work.  Students will also be introduced to writing thesis-based essays.  
Vocabulary and grammar lessons will accompany all units.    
 
 
 

10211, 10221  Communication Arts & Literature 10           Satisfies English 10 Requirement 
     2 Semesters 

In this course students will read the following novels:  Of Mice and Men, The Princess Bride, Fahrenheit 451.  The 
course will also involve reading and discussion of short stories and poetry from the English 10 literature book.  
Students will be involved in theme writing, along with writing an historical research paper in MLA format.  Students 
will be working on spelling, grammar, and usage.   
 
 
 

1121, 1122  Communication Arts & Literature 11          Satisfies English 11 Requirement 
                   2 Semesters 
Students in Comm. 11 will study and explore literature from America’s beginnings up through the Postwar Era.  

Students will read, analyze, and respond to a variety of classic American literature such as poetry, essays, short 

stories, and novels, including To Kill a Mockingbird.  Opportunities to improve literacy skills are embedded 

throughout the course; an emphasis is placed on textual analyzation and clear and coherent writing.   

 
 
 

1221, 1222  Communication Arts & Literature 12          Satisfies English 12 Requirement 
     2 Semesters  

Students in Comm. 12 will build upon their foundational written and oral communication skills.  Formal 

presentation and speech opportunities are embedded within the course.  Modern day issues and events will be 

explored through contemporary and classic literature selections.  In addition, students will use technology to begin 

experimenting writing for audiences and purposes that extend beyond the classroom setting.  Further, students 

will analyze common ideologies and gain experience participating in philosophical discourse through the lens of an 

adult societal member. 
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11211, 11221  Honors Literature         Satisfies Eng 10, 11, or 12 Requirement 
          2 Semesters 

Honors literature is a course for students who may want to prepare themselves for the AP English courses offered 

at HLWW.  It is not a prerequisite, but it may be beneficial to take prior to an AP course.  Novels taught in this class 

are the following:  The Kite Runner, Catcher in the Rye, and The Great Gatsby.  The play The Crucible and a study on 

Transcendentalism with also be explored.  Along with the reading, writing will also be emphasized.  Literary essays 

and a research paper will be required.  All essays and papers will be done using MLA documentation.  Students will 

also be required to have a composition notebook for their journal.   

Prerequisite:  Grade of B or better in previous English classes and 230 or better on the MAP reading test. 

 
 
 
1213, 1223 AP English Language and Composition Satisfies Eng 11 or Eng 12 Requirement 
                 2 Semesters  
AP English Language & Composition is a college level class in which college credit can be achieved by passing the 

AP English Composition Exam at the end of the year. This is a demanding course with high expectations. Students 

should already understand and use Standard English grammar. The intense concentration on language use in the 

course will enhance students’ ability to use grammatical conventions both appropriately and with sophistication. A 

requirement of the class is that every student MUST take the AP exam at the end of the year, at the cost of the 

student. Students will need to have a strong work ethic in order to succeed in this class. This course is 

recommended for college-bound students.  

 

Prerequisite: Must be in the top 50% of class or have teacher approval. 

To receive college credit, the student must pass the AP exam at the end of the year.  

AP Test & Assessment Fee - $22.00, to be paid by the student (fee waiver available for qualifying students). 

 
 
 

1231, 1232  AP English Literature and Composition          Satisfies Eng 11 or Eng 12 Requirement 
                  2 Semesters 
AP English Literature and Composition is a college level class in which college credit can be achieved by passing the 

AP English Literature exam at the end of the year. Ideally this class should be taken after the AP English Language 

course, but it is not a requirement. The course focuses on fictional prose and poetry and the analysis of the works. 

This class is open to juniors and seniors who are willing to work hard and prepare themselves for college. The rigor 

of this class is at a high level; skills in critical thinking and writing will be developed in order to aid in college 

success. The test at the end of the year is a requirement. A strong work ethic is highly recommended. 

 

Prerequisite: Must be in the top 50% of class or have teacher approval. 

To receive college credit, the student must pass the AP exam at the end of the year.  

AP Test & Assessment Fee - $22.00, to be paid by the student (fee waiver available for qualifying students).

ELECTIVES 

 
103  British Literature                 Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
British literature is a one-semester course that offers students the opportunity to explore renowned classic and 

contemporary British authors and their works.  Students will study exciting and adventuresome epics, as well as 

some work by a few of the best-loved authors of our childhood (like Ronald Dahl, author of James and the Giant 

Peach, and C. S. Lewis, author of The Chronicles of Narnia). Students who enjoy the imaginative world of literature 

and participating in engaging literary discourse will benefit from this course. 

 

105           World Literature                   Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
World Literature is a one-semester course designed to broaden a student’s literary landscape and foster an 

appreciation and understanding of the human condition. In this class, students will explore cultures and customs 

from around the globe. Thought provoking literature selections and enriching activities will allow students to 

expand their world perspective. Through oral and written discourse, students will seek to discover startling 

differences as well as distinct parallels among the various cultures studied.   

 

107  Myths and Legends     Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
This one-semester course is designed to guide students through many different facets of the study of mythology 

with a cross-cultural analysis of different cultural myths, legends folktales, and fairy tales. This course integrates 

humanities studies with language arts content standards that address reading, writing, and literary analysis skills. 

On-going activities include regular in-class reading, group discussion, analytical and creative writing, and a 

culminating project. 

 

109  Literature of Today     Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
Literature of Today is a semester course that offers students an opportunity to read and discuss literature written 
by current authors.   Electronic mediums of exploration will include the novel, the graphic novel, short stories, 
poetry, memoirs and literary blogs.  In this class students will analyze, critique, and discuss the themes, style, and 
impact of today’s literature.  This is a class for students who love to read, discuss, and explore contemporary 
issues.   
 
191  Creative/Expressive Writing    Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
Students in this one-semester course will seek to explore new and creative ways to express themselves through 
writing.  They will gain experience writing for variety of occasions and purposes. Throughout the course, students 
will develop a portfolio of writing pieces which may include the following: short stories, poetry, essays, a children’s 
story, and personal memoirs.  Coursework will also include study and critique of published creative works.  

 
1190  Introduction to Performing Arts (Theatre I)   Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
This one-semester course is geared toward students who love theatre and want to explore the theatrical arts in 

more depth. There will be a focus on acting; however, theatre history, as well as exploration of specific playwrights 

and scripts, will also be studied. Starting with the basics, the class will progress towards a better understanding of 

what acting for the stage really involves.   This class meets the MN Art Standard requirement. 
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HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
 
801  Health               Required in Grade 10/ 1 Semester 
This course focuses on gaining current knowledge about selected health topics. Students will learn the importance 
of building and maintaining the following six dimensions of health:  mental, physical, emotional, spiritual, 
intellectual, and social health.  It also gives students opportunities to demonstrate the following skills: goal setting, 
coping with stress, communicating, and decision-making. Disease prevention, media awareness, and accessing 
community resources will be integrated throughout the course. 
  
 
 

E9  PE 9               Required Grade 9/ 1 Semester 
A curriculum that emphasizes enjoyable participation in physical activities that help all students develop the 
knowledge, attitude, emotional skills, behavioral skills, and confidence needed to adopt and maintain physically 
active lifestyles.  Students will participate in 10-15 day units from the following categories:  recreational team 
sports, racquet sports, individual/lifetime activities, leisure activities, team building and cooperative learning 
activities, competitive team sports, and physical fitness testing. 
 
  
 

E900  Individual and Team Sports         Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
In individual and team sports, students will be required to actively engage in a wide variety of physical activities 
that will stimulate both the body and the mind.  Students will learn and practice various skills necessary to be 
successful in different team and individual sports.  This course will provide an opportunity for students to 
experience lifetime sports and activities that will promote the concept of physical fitness for a lifetime.  The course 
will educate students on the basic rules, strategies and knowledge of team and individual sports. 
Meets 2nd Semester PE requirement 
 
 
 

E003   Lifetime Fitness          Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 

Each student will have the opportunity to learn and practice specific workouts that improve certain aspects of their 
health related fitness and eating habits.  The main goal of this course is for students to take what they have 
learned and use it out in the community and beyond high school.  The activities that we will do, but are not limited 
to are: step aerobics, yoga, fitness circuits, and aerobics.  THERE IS NO FOCUS ON SPORTS in this course. 
Meets 2nd Semester PE requirement 
 
 

805  Strength and Conditioning              Grades 10-12/ 1 Semester 
This course will offer basic skills, as well as advanced skills in strengthening and conditioning. The basic skills 
portion of the course is designed to increase strength, speed, endurance, flexibility, agility and power, to condition 
the total body.  The advanced skills portion of this course is designed to increase sport specific skills, strength, 
speed, endurance, flexibility, agility and power, to condition the total body to perform the explosive and repetitive 
tasks encountered in practice and competition. Injury prevention is a bi-product of this course. 
Meets 2nd Semester PE requirement  
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812  Emergency Medical Responder        Grades 11-12/ 1 Semester 
  Initial Certification Course 
 

Emergency Medical Responders (EMR) are the front line of their state emergency medical care system.  In 
Minnesota, all police officers are required to have EMR certification as part of their necessary training.  Other 
professionals that benefit from and/or require EMR training include:  Firefighters, ski patrol, school staff and 
faculty, coaches, camp counselors, life guards, special event first aid teams, nurses, doctors, nurse aides, and home 
health care or senior care givers, to name just a few. 

The EMR course represents a new and innovative way of providing training and certification.  EMR is the first 
course of its type, allowing a person who has successfully completed the course the option to take the new EMT-
Bridge course and become a full EMT.  EMR is designed to equip responders with the knowledge and skills 
necessary to initiate patient assessments and provide immediate care for people who become suddenly ill or 
injured.            

The EMR course combines book learning, lectures, and hands-on skills sessions to train individuals to be an EMR.  
The hands-on classroom sessions are led by state-certified instructors who verify each student’s proficiency in all 
required skills.   

Upon successful completion of EMR, a responder will be registered with the State of Minnesota and will be eligible 
to take the EMT – Bridge course.  

The passing grade is 70% 

Other requirements:   

o This class requires extended classroom hours on 8 days during the semester to practice practical skills 
learned.   

o Five hours outside classroom Community Service.                       
o Students must have their social security number to register with the State of Minnesota for certification. 
o Students must be 16 years of age upon certification by January 1st of that fall semester. 

LAB FEE REQUIRED:  $20 lab fee per student required.   

Class size is limit - 25 

Prerequisite:  Health class completed AND Instructor permission 
 

 

813  Certified Nursing Assistant (CNA)            Grades 11-12/ 1 Semester 

Students in the Nursing Assistant program gain the foundational knowledge and skills for working with patients or 

long-term care facility clients.  It helps students build awareness and comfort for working in the healthcare, 

assisted living or senior living atmospheres.  Students explore the roles and responsibilities of the nursing assistant 

and learn residents’ and clients’ rights, pertinent laws and ethical issues.  Concepts covered include: Basic human 

needs, Basic nursing/personal care skills, Mental health and social needs, Restorative care.  This course will be 

taught by a staff member from Ridgewater College and clinicals will be held at the Howard Lake Good Samaritan 

Society. 

Class Size Limit – 20, Preference to seniors 
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Additional course costs/requirement(s):  $160 cost of final test- out (Retake of test-out $95), $15-$20 cost of 

uniform for clinicals, white leather shoes, Mantoux test for TB, agreement to background check, Clinicals will be 

after school from 3:30-9:30pm.  Must complete clinicals for a total of 28 hours @ HL-GSS.  To be completed on 

weekends.  Student could earn up to 3 credits from Ridgewater College. 

Pre-requisites: Students must be able to sufficiently bear or lift weight to perform nursing activities like moving a d 

lifting patients and moving equipment like beds and carts.  Prior to clinicals, students must submit Mantoux test 

results that are current in the last 90 days.  Successful completion requires comprehension of written material.  To 

succeed, students must have at least an eighth-grade reading level. 
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INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY 
5600  Basic Cabinetry & Furniture Building  Grades 9-12/1 Semester 
Students begin by studying design principles, lumber specifications, pricing, joinery, machining, assembly and 

finishing techniques.  Each student will safely construct a useful cabinet/furniture project with the application of 

materials, tools and processes.  

Course Fee: TBD- Students will pay for materials.  Class limit 20.

3221, 3222                           CIS Introduction to College Physics Grades 11-12/2 Semesters  
          4 College Semester Credits 
Currently applying to add a College in Schools Physics class through either the University of MN or St.

This is an algebra based Physics class.  Topics include vectors; kinematics of uniformly accelerated motion; static 
equilibrium; work and energy; linear momentum; circular motion; rotational work, energy, and momentum; elasticity; 
fluid statics and dynamics; heat and temperature; kinetic theory of gases; laws of thermodynamics.

High school juniors must rank in the top 33 percent and high school seniors must rank in the top 50 percent of their 
class to be eligible.  To remain eligible, you must maintain a 2.0 GPA.   

 
 
311, 312 Anatomy and Physiology      Grades 11-12/ 2 Semesters  

The greatest mystery in the universe may be the human body.  Your body is a structural masterpiece more amazing than 
science fiction.  This course explores the fascinating marvels within your own body.  “What good are those “goose 
bumps?’  “What is the name of the little flap that hangs down in the back of our throats?  And what does it do?”  “What 
are the smallest bones in the body?”  This course is designed for students anticipating a medical related career.  The 
topics covered in this course relate to the various systems of the human body, current health news, cells/tissues, organ 
structures, and their functions.  Laboratory experiments, discussions, projects, lecture guest speakers, and videos will be 
used to relate and demonstrate the structure/function of the human body.  The body systems to be studied include: 
skeletal, muscular, nervous, circulatory, digestive, respiratory, and urinary.  Concepts of “alternative medicine” will also 
be explored. 
Prerequisite: Biology  
Passing Grade is 70% 
 
 

 
302  CSI:  Classroom (Forensic Science)   Grades 11-12/ 1 Semester   
Learn about the expanding and fascinating world of forensic science (investigation of facts for discussion or evidence in a 
court of law).  Class lessons and activities center on solving realistic mysteries through the collection of data and

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application of scientific and chemical analysis.  Students will process lab experiments that are aligned with nationally 
recognized standards and safety requirements.   
Materials:  No textbook; handouts, lab and demonstration equipment; videos.  Students must be prepared to dress 
appropriately for outside classes.        Lab Fee:  $10.00 lab fee per student required.   
Class limited to 25 students.               Pre- or co- requisite:  Honors Chemistry or General Chemistry. 
 
 
 

3213, 3223  AP BIOLOGY       Grades 11-12/ 2 Semesters  

This is an advanced placement course designed at the college level.  Students may receive college credit for the class upon 
passing a national exam.  Topics and concepts included are:  biochemistry, cellular and energy systems, genetics, ecology, 
plant and animal studies, evolution, etc. A requirement of the class is that every student MUST take the AP exam at the 
end of the year, at the cost of the student.  A successful AP Biology student will be expected to read and review chapters 
and study materials outside class time in order to grasp the information at the required pace.  The class is taught at the 
rigor of a college freshman.   
Prerequisite: Biology I required; AP Application required. 
To earn college credit, student must pass the AP exam at the end of the year.   
AP Testing and Assessment Fee - $22.00 (fee waivers available for eligible students) 
 

 
503  Food Science      Grades 11-12/ 1 Semester 
This course provides learning experiences in chemistry through food science and safety which all apply to practices used 
in the development of food products.  Units of instruction include: basic food chemistry, methods of food preservation, 
food processing, food packaging, micro-organisms in foods, quality assurance and food components.  Students will spend 
time developing and creating new food product.  Chemistry Elective 
**Fulfills the second semester Chemistry requirement 
Pre- and or Co-requisite Previous Foods course or teacher approval and a minimum of one semester of a Chemistry

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SOCIAL STUDIES 
4921   Geography     Required Grade 9/ 1 Semester 
This course will cover the seven continents in their physical and political geography, modern culture, and their 
relationship to the world.   
 
 

4900   Civics      Required Grade 9/ 1 Semester 
Civics is designed to provide our students with a working knowledge and understanding of our American government and 

its direct connection to them. Relevance to life is imperative for students to connect with the democratic process as 

citizens of the United States. Students will apply knowledge of the US Constitution and demonstrate their understanding 

of how the American system of government functions on the local, state and national levels as well as the impact on 

individual citizens. Students will also be able to demonstrate their understanding that US citizens have both rights and 

responsibilities in order for our government to maintain order in our society. 

 

 

4021, 4022  US History     Required Grade 10/ 2 Semesters  

This course will provide an in-depth investigation of American history from the Civil War to the present.  We will focus on 
the events that have shaped the United States into a major economic, political and social leader for the rest of the world. 
Materials:  Textbook – Prentice Hall United States History, worksheets, notes, films, projects, quizzes and tests. 
 
 

4121, 4122  World History     Required Grade 11/ 2 Semesters 
This course will introduce students to the origin and development of the world’s major civilizations and religions.  With 
each major civilization, we will study their beginnings, customs, religion, major contributions, and their decline.  This 
course will also give students an awareness and appreciation of the relevance of world history to their daily lives.   
Materials: Textbook – Prentice Hall – World History, worksheets, notes, films, projects, quizzes, and tests.   
 
 

4222   Economics     Required Grade 12/ 1 Semester 
Economics is a required course for all seniors.  Students will study how individuals, households, businesses, and 
governments use scarce resources to satisfy unlimited wants and needs. The course will provide an introductory 
understanding of the basic principles of economic systems, macroeconomics, and microeconomics. Students will be 
evaluated on classroom participation, completion of daily assignments, written work, quizzes and/or tests.  

 
 

4200   Sociology                Grade 12/ 1 Semester 
Students in sociology will develop an ability to think critically and to analyze everyday events through the sociological 
perspective.  The basis of sociology emphasizes how people’s thoughts, feelings, and actions are strongly influenced by 
the social interaction of the groups to which they belong. This course will concentrate on the ways that people relate to 
one another and influence each other’s behavior.  Students will be evaluated on classroom participation, completion of 

daily assignments, written work, quizzes and/or tests.       *Satisfies a semester of Social 12 requirement 

 
  

4221   American Government            Grade 12/ 1 Semester 
This course is intended to prepare each student to become engaged and mindful citizens.  Through our investigation of 
the underlying principals of our American democracy, this course provides a unique opportunity for students to ask 
fundamental questions about our government and our world. Students will be evaluated on classroom participation, 

completion of daily assignments, written work, quizzes and/or tests.  *Satisfies a semester of Social 12 requirement
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4223   Psychology              Grade 12/ 1 Semester 
Students in psychology will use observation and theory to study human interaction, learning, or development.  Students 
will analyze how personalities develop and how people best interact with each other.  Students will work in groups and 
participate in discussions in order to meet course objectives.  Students will be evaluated on classroom participation, 

completion of daily assignments and written work, quizzes and/or tests.            *Satisfies a semester of Social 12 
requirement – You may NOT take this course if AP Psychology was previously taken. 
 
 

41211, 41224   AP Psychology      Grades 11-12/ 2 Semesters 
The purpose of the Advanced Placement course in Psychology is to introduce students to the systematic and scientific 
study of behavior and mental processes of human beings and animals.  Students are exposed to the psychological facts, 
principals, and phenomena associated with the major subfields within psychology.  They also learn about the methods 
psychologists use their science and practice.  (Taken from the Advanced Placement Course Description in Psychology by 
the College Board) Students will be evaluated on classroom participation, completion of daily assignments, written work, 
quizzes and/or tests.     Prerequisite:  B average in both Social 9 and Social 10 
To earn college credit, student must pass the AP exam at the end of the year.  AP Testing & Assessment fee - $22.00 (fee 
waivers available for eligible students).                        * Satisfies a semester of Social 12 Requirement if taken Senior year 
 

 

SOCIAL STUDIES ELECTIVES 
401   World War II 1939-1945    Grades 9-12/ 1 Semester 
The Second World War was a turning point for millions of the world’s citizens, from those who fought the war to those 
who suffered bombardments, imprisonment, dislocation, and death.  In this class we will study the causes, the course, 
and the aftermath of World War II.  It will handle the geographic areas involved, the major diplomatic political figures, and 
military events of the war.  Students will study the war from varied perspectives, evaluate choices made by war-time 
leaders, and examine the battlefronts, the home fronts, and the military strategies.  Assessments and assignments will 
include debates, discussion, documentaries, research assignments, tests, written assignments, and videos.  By the end of 
the course you will have developed a better understanding of the events of WWII, why it happened, how it happened, 
and the aftermath of the world’s greatest war. 
 

 
 
402   Modern American History     Grades 11- 12/ 1 Semester 
This semester class will cover the history of the United States beginning with the 1950’s up to modern day.  Issues that 
will be covered will be the Cold War, Postwar America, Kennedy’s New Frontier, Johnson’s Great society, the Civil Rights 
Movement, the Vietnam War, the 1960’s counter culture, the Watergate Scandal, Reaganomics, and conservatism, the 
End of the Cold War, the Technological Revolution, Desert Storm, 9/11, and the war on terror.  We will do a variety of 
activities including film studies, interviews, discussion, projects, etc.  Textbook:  The American Vision 
Prerequisite:  Must have had a “C” or better in United States History as a sophomore.  
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WORLD LANGUAGE 
 
A world language may or may not be required for enrollment in a post secondary institution.  The counseling office has 
this information.  Your post high school plans may influence the number of years you choose to study Spanish in high 
school.  No previous knowledge of Spanish is required to start level one, however, it is suggested that you earn C’s or 
better in English class to enroll – see your English teacher for his/her recommendation.  A grade of a C- or better is 
recommended to move from one semester of Spanish to another.  

 
L121, L122  Spanish I     Grades 9-12/ 2 Semesters 
Spanish 1 is a basic introduction to Spanish, concentrating on four language skills; listening, speaking, reading and writing.  
No previous Spanish knowledge is needed.  Thematic units include: family, friends, geography, hobbies, and Hispanics 
living in the United States.   Spanish 1 is open to students in grades 9-12. 
*It is recommended that you seek advice from your English teacher prior to enrolling in Spanish 1. 
 
 
 

L221, L222  Spanish II     Grades 10-12/ 2 Semesters 
Spanish 2 concentrates on listening, reading and speaking with a special emphasis placed on grammar, specifically the 
past tense.  Thematic units include daily routines, food, professions, leisure time and house vocabulary. 
Prerequisite:  a C- or above in Spanish 1 and instructor recommendation 
 
 
 

L2213, L2223  Spanish III     Grades 11-12/ 2 Semesters 
Spanish 3 includes a more complex study of grammar and begins to concentrate on conversation and vocabulary building.  
In Spanish 3, emphasis is on oral and written communication, and students begin to hear and speak only Spanish during 
the 2nd semester. 
Prerequisite:  a C- or above in Spanish 2 and instructor recommendation 
 
 
 

L2214, L2224  College Now Spanish IV              Grades 11-12/ 2 Semesters 
Spanish 4 will be offered as a concurrent enrollment course for college credit through SMSU.  This is a year-long class 
where students will have the opportunity to earn college credits through a selected Southwest Minnesota State University 
in both the fall semester and spring semester.  The emphasis of the course will be on communication.  The class will be 
conducted entirely in the target language and students are expected to speak Spanish for the duration of the period.  
Students will improve their communication skills in the target language. 
Prerequisite: Top 20% of graduation class (exceptions can be made), instructor signature and a C or above in Spanish 3. 
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ON THE JOB TRAINING/ APPRENTICESHIP 
 
 
WP121/WP122 On the Job Training         Grades 11- 12/1 or 2 Semesters 
11th Grade – 1 Class Period, 12th Grade may take up to 2 Class Periods during the school day. 
The On the Job Training Program is a learning experience for secondary students that combine on the job learning with 
classroom instruction. One of this program’s objectives is to bridge the gap between secondary and post- secondary 
education, and to ease the transition from school to work.  In this class, students have their schedules arranged so they 
attend classes part of the school day and are employed in a business capacity during one or two hours during the school 
day.  This practical business experience is to be considered as an extension of the instruction which the student receives 
in the classroom.  The OJT Program concept is intended to provide training in job skills and careers.  This program consists 
of two parts: Your classroom instruction and your work experience at a part time job.  
Must register for work seminar each semester in addition to OJT 
 
 
 

WORK21/WORK22 Work Seminar          Grade 12/ 2 Semesters 
Classroom instruction 
Students will explore their interests, research careers, create resumes, practice interview skills, and conduct informational 
interviews and job shadows.  The course will also introduce students to human relation skills and includes a strong career 
component that incorporates critical thinking, problem solving and decision making skills.  Students will have the 
opportunity to apply the concepts, skills, and dispositions learned in real world business and industry settings as students 
will observe local businesses through on site visits and guest speakers.   
 
 
 

YOUTH APPRENTICESHIP (YA) 

Youth Apprenticeship is similar to On-the-Job Training in that you are working in a paid position after school and receiving 

credit.  The main difference is that YA works with companies that can expose students to a wide variety of industry skills 

to expand their career exploration.  YA integrates school-based and work-based learning to instruct students in 

employability and occupational skills defined by Minnesota industries. Local programs provide training based on 

statewide youth apprenticeship curriculum guidelines, endorsed by business and industry. Students are instructed by 

qualified teachers and skilled worksite mentors.  

Key elements of the youth apprenticeship program are:  

¶ Industry-developed skill standards  

¶ Exposure to multiple aspects of the industry  

¶ Skilled mentors assigned to train the students  

¶ Paid on-the-job work experience  

¶ Related classroom instruction concurrent with work-based learning  

¶ Curriculum guidelines for all programs  

¶ Performance evaluation of demonstrated competencies  

¶ State-issued skill certificate

In many of our 

programs, if you maintain a “B” average, you may also earn technical college credits.  This will save you money if you take 

a related program while attending a technical college by not having to repeat the basics of your program. There is also a 

technical tutor and an Accommodation Specialist available to assist your needs. Student data is collected for the purpose 

of issuing technical college credit certificates and to help measure program effectiveness.
